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Marotte and Christian Lacroix,

Passion and enthusiasm inspired us to respond to the invitation from the Maison
“Marotte” to create this collection of “Christian Lacroix” decorative wooden

panels together.

We were of course already familiar with the varieties of wood found in France:
oak, ash, sycamore and walnut. But we rapidly fell, too, for the charms of various
African woods with their exotic names — lati, koto, aniegre — and of course, the

great exotic classics like wengé, mahogany and rosewood.

As when we work with fabrics, we have stained, printed, patched and
superimposed all these marvellous woods to compose a joyous, rich and varied

collection.

Our Haute Couture origins naturally inspired us with the idea of printing a giant
guipure on wengé, carving walnut with a Cornely-style embroidery pattern, and
cutting out acanthus leaves in precious wood to illuminate a large patchwork
curtain.

Passementerie, the dexterous interlacing of silk and gold threads, inspired us to
create panels where woods — sometimes matt, sometimes glossy — mingle with

each other or carved Corian to delineate skilful arabesques.

Company “icons” like “Paseo”, “Cabinet de Curiosité¢” and “(Eillets” have all
found their rightful place, printed and patinated on coloured woods, or more

simply applied onto walnut or ash.

Last but not least, as a tribute to the Couturier with whom we initiated this
collection, highly attractive “pixellated” multicoloured marquetry evoking the
earthenware tiles in the bodegas of his native Southern France, and a design,

“Calligraphie”, sandblasted on oak, provide an enigmatic and timeless signature.
